SCMR E: As SCMR C * 2 POP, 2 WOP rep from * 4 times, 2 POP (R 8 - 8 ClI) * 2 POP, 2 WOP
repeat from * 3 times, 2 POP, Cl

SCMR F: As SCMR B * 2 POP, 2 WOP rep from * twice, 2 POP (R 6 - 6 Cl) * 2 POP, 2 WOP
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repeat from * once, 2 POP, CI
SCMR A: (continued) FT 4 as before dropping and cutting white thread out after 3 ds (leave

enough to sew in later).
Close SCMR A by pulling up 2 pink threads of Wsh 3
SR G: Using both pink shuttles together for 1% half of SR and Wsh 3 for 2" half, work 3 / 3. Cut
